Medicine In School

We have had a few incidents around medication in school this week, so thought it might be a
good time to remind parents of the rules around having medicine in school:

e All medicine coming into school should be brought in by an adult and handed in at the
school office. If your child is at Kids Club, medicine should be handed to a staff member
there who can then pass it to school staff.

e Where possible, medicine should be administered at home outside of school hours

e Before we can administer any medicine in school, we need to have an Administration of Medication
Form completed and signed by the parent or carer.

e We can only administer prescribed medicine which must come into school in its original packaging
including the prescription information. This information must match the form completed by the parent
or carer.

e Under no circumstances should a child bring any medication into school with them. Any medication
found will be removed and the parent contacted.

We appreciate that children may sometimes require non - prescribed medicine especially at this time of year
with hay fever and allergies abounding, and parents are welcome to arrange to come into school to
administer that medicine themselves if it is required.
