Reading at Broomley First School 

Summer Term Update 

At Broomley First Schools we are passionate about reading. Reading is a vital skill that supports children’s learning across the whole curriculum. We want children in our school to become enthusiastic, independent and reflective readers. Our aim is for children to enjoy reading and to use the skill to become independent learning citizens in our society. 

Our Reading Aims
‘We shouldn’t teach great books we should teach a great love of reading’ B.F. Skinner

· Instil children with a love of reading that lasts for their life time
· Ensure our children have sound phonic awareness and use a phonics first approach to reading
· Encourage children to become enthusiastic and reflective readers by introducing them to high quality books, from a variety of cultures and in a range of different styles and formats

· Ensure all children have the skills to access materials throughout school and beyond (lifelong learning) 

· Develop our children’s understanding of different text types including non-fiction, fiction, poetry and drama 
· Develop children’s ability to have an interest in and reflect on what they have read including the language and punctuation choices made by the author 
We would like to take this opportunity to share with you some of the ways in which we are striving to nurture lifelong readers.

From half term there may be some changes to how your child reads in school and how reading books will be shared with you at home. 

Buddy Reading 

The aim of Buddy Reading is to actively encourage reading for pleasure, to expose children to a wide range of texts and to make a positive impact on all children’s educational experience.

Buddy Reading takes place every day. Children will be given a set day on which they will be invited into our outdoor reading area (outside the Key Stage One classrooms) during lunchtime. Children will team up with their buddy and will be able to choose book/magazine/newspaper to share together.

Children are encouraged to bring in a book/reading material from home to share with their buddy.

School Library 

The school library is a wonderful place where children can explore new books, take comfort in familiar words and share a book in a quiet and comfy space. 

Our Reception and Year 1 children access the library as part of their timetabled lessons. During their library sessions the children will have the opportunity to explore books on offer, find books linked to their class topics and share a book as a group.  

Our library monitors, who will be working alongside members of staff, will continue to run a lunchtime library club. Our lunchtime library club will be open to children in Years 2, 3 and 4. Children will be invited into the library to explore the books on offer, read for pleasure and take home a book of their choice.  

Reading at Home 

Reading to your child on a daily basis throughout childhood is one of the most important factors in raising a lifelong reader. We would like to encourage you to read with your child every single day. It is important to listen to your child read their school reading book and to spend time sharing stories together this could include listening to audio books. We know just how busy life can get and the great news is that just 10 minutes a day can make all the difference. 

Please find below information about how reading is sent home in each year group. 

EYFS

In Reception class children take home a school reading book and a phonics challenge once a week. We encourage your child to read their book at least 3 times. Reading the same book several times supports the development of sight vocabulary, helps your child to recognise repeated words, develops fluency and provides opportunities to discuss the characters and stories in detail.   

We love to hear about other books you read at home, including bedtime stories, and encourage you to write as much as you like in the yellow reading diary. All the information you include in your child’s reading diary informs our assessments and future planning. 

 Year One

In Year One children will continue to take a school reading book home once a week. Children should re-read their book at least 3 times, developing their fluency/speed and comprehension skills. In Year 1 children will continue to take home a phonics challenge. 

Children will have access to an additional phonic based reading book each week. With the support of their class teacher, they will the opportunity to choose their additional phonics book. Children may choose a book they have read previously and this is a wonderful opportunity to consolidate learning. 

Year 2, 3 and 4. 

In Year 2, 3 and 4 we ask that children have their school reading book and reading diary in their book bag every day. Children will read at least once a week with their class teacher and their school reading book will be changed when needed.   

Community Library 

We are delighted to announce that our community library will be open for all our families to access after half term. The aim of the library is to promote a community of readers and to ensure everyone within our school and wider community has access to new and high quality books. The library, which is located next to Broomley Bear, will contain books for our youngest children right through to books for grown-ups to enjoy as well. We would encourage you to take a book (or two) to enjoy at home and contribute your own books to the library for others to share. Please note there will be a lock on the library which requires an access code. This code will be shared with all our families after half term. 

We would like to take this opportunity to thank you for your continued support.
